What Commitment Does Judging Involve?

Judging either the Online Communication or Technical Publication competition requires a two-part commitment:

1. Attend the Judges’ Training Day (scheduled for a Saturday in October; arrangements can be made if you are unable to attend).

Training day provides you with the tools you need to judge the entries according to a set criteria. Judging teams are assigned, and you are given a sample entry to judge before you receive the actual entries at the end of the training session. Lunch is provided.

2. Judge and return entries within a 3-week period.

You’ll receive the entries on Judges’ Training Day and have 3 weeks to judge them. The number of entries you judge depends upon the number of entries received and the number of judges recruited. Typically each judge receives three or four entries.
